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Folville Junior School History Policy

Intent

We believe that History is an essential subject to our children’s educational, cultural and social
development. History ignites children’s curiosity about the past of Britain and the World, allowing our children a sense of identity, pride and respect for times of old and their contemporaries.

We seek to empower our children to empathise with the history of human struggles. Such empowerment allows the children to relate their understanding to their own challenges and control their decisions regarding personal choice, attitudes and intrinsic values.

We will achieve this through developing an inquisitive and constructively critical environment supported by a grounded chronological understanding, research, handling evidence and expressing historically supported and relative points of view: skills which reach far beyond their historical journey with Folville.

Policy and statutory Guidance
In line with the National Curriculum, through the teaching of History, we aim to ensure all Folville pupils: 
· Know and understand the history of the United Kingdom as a coherent, chronological narrative, from the earliest times to the present day: how people’s lives have shaped this nation and how Britain has influenced and been influenced by the wider world
· Know and understand significant aspects of the history of the wider world: the nature of ancient civilisations; the expansion and dissolution of empires; characteristic features of past non-European societies; achievements and follies of mankind
· Gain and deploy a historically grounded understanding of abstract terms such as ‘empire’, ‘civilisation’, ‘parliament’ and ‘peasantry’
· Understand historical concepts such as continuity and change, cause and consequence, similarity, difference and significance, and use them to make connections, draw contrasts, analyse trends, frame historically valid questions and create their own structured accounts, including written narratives and analyses
· Understand the methods of historical enquiry, including how evidence is used rigorously to make historical claims, and discern how and why contrasting arguments and interpretations of the past have been constructed
· Gain historical perspective by placing their growing knowledge into different contexts: understanding the connections between local, regional, national and international history; between cultural, economic, military, political, religious and social history; and between short- and long-term timescales









   Organisation
Folville uses a range of teaching strategies to teach History. Pupils are taught with a focus on developing their "A Good Historian can…” skills throughout their time at Folville. Lessons can be a recognised weekly hour of learning, a block of lessons or integrated as part of a topic. History often branches out into other subjects as part of Folville’s cross-curricular approach, such as writing in Literacy or Art. 

	Prior Learning (Key Stage 1)
· Exploring significant historical events, people and places in own locality.

· Explore changes in Britain from the Stone Age to the Iron Age.

	Year 4

· Tudors – A history study that extends pupils’ chronological knowledge beyond 1066.
· Folville’s History- Local History.
· Ancient Greece – a study of Greek life and achievements and their influence on the western world - Studied every 4 years linking to the Olympic Games.


	Year 5

· Roman Empire, Celts and Britain’s settlements by Anglo-Saxon and Scots.
· The Viking and Anglo-Saxon struggle for the Kingdom of England to the time of Edward the Confessor.
· Ancient Greece – a study of Greek life and achievements and their influence on the western world - Studied every 4 years linking to the Olympic Games.

	Year 6

· WW2 including Leicester (local study) - a study of an aspect in British history that extends pupils’ chronological knowledge beyond 1066. 
· Ancient Maya – a non-European society that provides contrasts with British history.
· Braunstone - History of a local, chosen location.
· Ancient Greece – a study of Greek life and achievements and their influence on the western world - studied every 4 years linking to the Olympic Games.
